1.1 Intended use

The innuPREP PCRpure Kit has been designed for the purification and
concentration of PCR products from PCR reactions up to 50 pl and se-
quencing reaction mixtures. The kit uses Spin Filter technique in combi-
nation with a new patented chemistry which requires no washing steps
resulting in a very fast and reliable purification of DNA fragments.

The kit is intended for use by professional users.

NOTE

Before starting with the purification procedure place a Spin Filter into a
2.0 ml Receiver Tube.

A  Binding of the PCR fragments

Add 500 pl Binding Buffer to the Spin Filter.

Add up to 50 pl of your PCR reaction mixture to the Spin Filter
which is already pre-filled with the Binding Buffer.

Mix Binding Buffer and PCR reaction mixture by pipetting
three times up and down. Don't destroy the filter membrane!

Alternatively

Mix 500 pl Binding Buffer with up to 50 pl of the PCR reaction
mixture very well by pipetting or vortexing outside the Spin
Filter in a separate reaction tube.

After this transfer the mixed sample completely onto the Spin
Filter.

Centrifuge for 3 minutes at 11,000 x g (~11,000 rpm). Discard
the Receiver Tube.

NOTE

Avoid any contact of the Spin Filter with the flow through.

For maximum purity, discard the flow through after a first centrifugtion
step for 1 minute at 11,000 x g (~11,000 rpm) and place the Spin Fiter
back into the Receiver Tube and centrifuge for another 2 minutes at
11,000 x g (~11,000 rpm).
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Protocol: Purification and concentration of PCR products from PCR reactions up
to 50 pl

B Elution of the PCR fragments
1.  Place the Spin Filter into an Elution Tube.

2. Pipette at least 10 pl Elution Buffer (minimum, see note) or
RNase-free water directly onto the center of the Spin Filter.

3.  Incubate for 1 minute at room temperature.

4,  Centrifuge for 1 minute at 11,000 x g (~11,000 rpm). The
Elution Tube now contains the purified PCR fragments.

NOTE

To increase the final DNA yield we recommend an extended incubation
time with Elution Buffer (up to 5 minutes), which will lead to a slightly
higher final yield.

For concentration of PCR fragments, it is possible to perform the elu-
tion with a lower volume of Elution Buffer than the volume of the
starting PCR mixture. The minimum volume is 10 pl.

NOTE
Before starting with the purification procedure place a Spin Filter into a
2.0 ml Receiver Tube.

A Binding of the DNA fragments

1. Mix 300 pl Binding Buffer with the sequencing reaction sam-
ple very well by pipetting or vortexing.

2. Transfer the sample completely onto a Spin Filter and centri-
fuge for 3 minutes at 11,000 x g (~11,000 rpm).

3. Discard the Receiver Tube.

B Elution of the DNA fragments
1. Place the Spin Filter into an Elution Tube.

2. Pipette at least 10 pl Elution Buffer (minimum, see note) or
RNase-free water directly onto the center of the Spin Filter.

3. Incubate for 1 minute at room temperature.

4, Centrifuge for 1 minute at 11,000 x g (~11,000 rpm). The Elu-
tion Tube now contains the purified PCR fragments.

NOTE

To increase the final DNA yield we recommend an extended incubation
time with Elution Buffer (up to 5 minutes), which will lead to a slightly
higher final yield.
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Troubleshooting

Problem / probable cause

Comments and suggestions

Low recovery / poor quality

Poor elution of DNA

Add the Elution Buffer directly onto the
center of the Spin Filter (even if a small
elution volume is used).

Poor quality of DNA

After binding of DNA an additional
washing step with 80 % ethanol is rec-
ommended. Only use pure/non dena-
tured ethanol.

Add 600 pl of 80 % ethanol to the Spin
Filter and centrifuge for 1 minute at
11,000 x g. Discard the flow through.
For removing the ethanol centrifuge for
2 minutes at 11,000 x g.

Continue with the elution step as de-
scribed.

Problems with mineral oil

Increase volume of Binding Buffer.
